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Kampala, Uganda, native Edward Kizza
ignited the Indy Eleven comeback victory
over Birmingham Legion FC at Carroll
Stadium on Sunday with his game-tying
goal in the 54th minute. The Boys in
Blue displayed “The Beautiful Game”
with a well-executed free kick from Brian
Schaefer to Romario Williams to Aodhan
Quinn to Kizza, who finished it in the
bottom right corner for his 20th career
USL Championship regular-season goal.

The 26-year-old Kizza is one of seven Indy
Eleven players with at least three goals
this season, tied for fourth on the team
with three. He recorded his first Boys

in Blue goal with a one-touch finish vs.
North Carolina FC on April 5. At El Paso
Locomotive FC on May 16, Kizza scored a
header goal one minute after entering the
pitch on an assist from Quinn.

Kizza began his Indy Eleven career with an
assist in the 2025 season opener at Miami
FC, setting up a Quinn goal in a 3-1 win.

On the season, Kizza has started 10 of 24
matches, logging 965 minutes with three
goals, an assist, eight chances created, 15
shots, and 18 fouls won.

Indy Eleven signed the former Pittsburgh
Riverhounds SC forward on December 3,
2024. Kizza is the first Ugandan to sign
with the franchise. On the Boys in Blue
roster, Kizza is the third player from Africa,
joining Elvis Amoh (Ghana) and Brem
Soumaoro (Guinea/Liberia).

Kizza tied for ninth in the USLC
with a career-high 12 goals in
2024. He was a finalist for
the USLC “Player of the
Month" for October
after scoring four goals
in his team’s four
victories that month.
The Pitt collegiate
product scored a
goal in each of the
Riverhounds last

five matches of the

regular season, helping his team to a
4-0-1record to earn a playoff berth.

In 2024, Kizza played 34 games,
starting 32. In addition to his team-
high 12 goals, he had a team-best
48 shots (26 on target), 54 fouls won,
a 25% conversion rate, 25 chances
created, 25 key passes, 130 duels
won, 15 crosses, nine interceptions,
six clearances, four blocks, and an
assist.

Kizza played his first full season

with Pittsburgh in 2023, scoring four
goals in 29 total appearances with 19
games started.

Kizza signed a permanent deal with
Riverhounds before the 2023 season
after first arriving on a loan from
MLS' New England Revolution on
July 12, 2022. Kizza began the 2022
campaign with Memphis 901 FC for
eight matches.

Upon arriving in Pittsburgh on
loan, Kizza stepped into a reserve
striker role and scored once in 10
appearances, but his breakout
moment came in the Eastern
Conference Quarterfinals, when
he scored twice and converted the
winning penalty kick in the team's
shootout win at Birmingham.

Kizza was the Revolution’s first-
round pick (24th overall) in the 2021
MLS SuperDraft and signed with the
team after a successful three-year
career at Pitt where he scored 31
goals in 53 games.

In his first pro season, Kizza split
time between the MLS team

and New England Revolution Il

in USL League One. He made 11
appearances with three starts and
one assist for the Revolution and
scored five goals in 12 games with
the reserve side.
